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NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration 6f the terms and provisions to be made and
performed by the parties hereto, is agreed by and between the City of Enumclaw and King County
"Fire Protection District No. 28 as follows:

Section 1. Purpose of Agreement. The purpose of this Agreement is to define the scope of

services contracted by the District from the City, set forth the compensation to be paid by the District
for such services, and to enumerate other related provisions which contribute to the mutual benefit

of the parties to this Agreement.

Section 2. Scope of Services. The City shall provide, to the best of its ability, fire .and
emergency medical protection services to all properties and persons cqntained within the legal
jurisdiction of the District, with the exception that the service protection area assigned to the
Cumberland Fire station be excluded from this contract.

A. Mutual Aid: Mutual aid is covered by separate agreements and is not impacted by the

provisions of this Agreement.

B. EMS - BLS Levv Funds: Emergency Medical Service - Basic Life Support levy

proceeds authorized by King County voters are allocated to Enumclaw by King
County to cover the jurisdictions of both the City and the District. Any amount of
said levy attributed to the service protection area assigned to the Cumberland Fire
Station and the operation of Rescue One shall be forwarded to the District by the City

within a reasonable time of receipt.

C. Level of Service: Said fire and emergency medical service shall be rendered on the
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same basis as such protection is rendered to other areas within the City; but the City
assumes no liability for failure to do so by reason of any circumstances beyond its
control. In the event of simultaneous service calls whereby facilities and resources
of the City are taxed beyond its ability to render equal protection, the officers and
agents of the City shall have discretion as to the priority handling of such calls. The
City shall furnish all equipment (both separate and jointly owned with the District),
personnel, management, and related resources to respond to ﬁfe and emergency
medical service calls; and may utilize all equipment, manpower, and other resources
owned or partially owned by the District to respond to said calls in the event that the
City resources are not adequate to meet the emergency which may arise.

Section 3. Property Ownership. All property acquired by the City to enable its contract

service performance associated with this Agreement shall remain the property of the City inthe event
of termination of this Agreement. All jointly owned property acquired under the terms of the
Agreement shall be disposed of in such manner as may be negotiated and agreed upon between the
City and the District in the event of the termination of this Agreement.

Section 4. Equipment Marking. All equipment and property of a value more than $1,000

(one-thousand dollars) utilized in the performance of this Agreement shall be directly marked as
property, whether separately or jointly owned. of the appropriate party.

Section 5. Major Repairs Not In The Budget. All costs of major emergency equipment

repairs not included or anticipated in the annual budget in excess of $1,000 (one-thousand dollars)

shall be shared equally between the City and the District to the extent of available resources and
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authorized budget appropriation for the fund.

Section 6. Effective Date and Renewal. This agreement shall be effective on the first day
“of January of each year commencing with the renewal period beginning January 1, 1999. This
agreement shall be automatically renewed annually with amendments for budget and other purposes,
unless written notice of termination is given by the appropriate legislative body of the municipal
corporation desiring to cancel this agreement to the appropriate counterpart legislative body prior
to the first day of July of the contract year.

Section 7. Contractual Payment. In exchange for and in consideration of the services to be

providea by the City, and in consideration of the parties’ desire to operate the City’s Fire Department
“as if it were similar to a joint operation with the District; the District agrees to pay to the City its
share of the applicable net remaining operational costs, after other resources are deducted, on an
equitable basis of 50% with the City to be paid in twelve monthly installments. Either party can
reopen this agreement with respect to the percentage of contractual payment, provided that the
moving party provides all support justification to the other party with a thirty day notice prior to
scheduling negotiations for this modification of the agreement.

Section 8. Fire Chief Appointment. The Fire Chief of the City of Enumclaw shall be

designated and appointed Fire Chief of King County Fire Protection Districts No. 28 by the District
Commissioners in order to ensure a coordinated fire service delivery system within the two public
entities and encourage the mutual benefits of cooperation and operational efficiencies.

Section 9. Operating Budget. The operating budget for the Fire and EMS Funds shall be

jointly established between the City and the District. with the understanding that it is the City’s
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ultimate responsibility to adopt said budget in a manner which meets all statutory requirements.
Such budget shall be established each year at a time which enables both parties to comply with
statutory requirements.

Section 10. Notices. All notices, requests, and other communications necessitated by this
Agreement shall be coordinated verbally or in writing to the District through the Fire Chief or
Department Secretary at Station No. 1.

Section 11. Severability. If any provision of this Agreement or its application is held
invalid, the remainder of this Agreement shall not be affected.

Section 12. Modification. This instrument constitutes the entire Agreement between the
parties and supercedes all prior agreements. No modification or amendments shall be valid unless
evidenced in writing, properly agreed to and signed by both parties.

Section 13. Liability. Each of the parties shall at all times, be solely responsible for the acts
or the failure to act, of its personnel that occur in any way out of the performance of this contract,
and to save and hold the other party harmless from all costs, expenses, losses, and damages,
including cost of defense incurred as a result of any acts or omissions of the parties relating to the
performance of this contract. In the even of litigation concerning the terms of this Agreement, the
prevailing party, in addition to costs, shall be entitled to reasonable attorneys’ fee as determined by
the court.

Section 14. Insurance. FEach party agrees to provide insurance coverage to protect its
respective interests.

Section 15. Bids. Bid openings for jointly purchased equipment shall be scheduled so as
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to provide sufficient time for staff and administrative review prior to submittal for recommendation
to the City and the District.

Section 16. Arbitration. In the event any disagreements shall arise between the parties
regarding the provisions of this Agreement, such disagreement shall be referred to a single arbitrator,
if one can be agreed upon; or if one cannot be agreed upon, then to three arbitrators; one to be
appointed by each party and the third to be appointed by the other two arbitrators. The decision in
writing, signed by the majority of the arbitrator(s) shall be final. If either party shall refuse or neglect
to appoint an arbitrator within ten days after receiving notice from the other party of their selection,
then the’arbitrator appointed by the first party shall have power to proceed to arbitrate and resolve
the controversy and render a written decision which shall be considered final.

Section 17. Audit. The operating budget and other pertinent records with respect to all
matters covered by the Agreement, shall be subject to inspection, review, or audit by the District
upon their written request, and during the valid retention schedule for said documents.

Section 18. Corrective Action. The District shall notify the City of the nature of their

concern in writing. The City shall respond in writing within ten working days indicating the steps
to be taken for corrective action. If this response is deemed insufficient by the District, then
arbitration action may commence.

Section 19. Termination. This Agreement may be terminated by the parties without cause,
in whole or in part by giving notice to the other by July 1. In the event of a material breach in the
duty, obligation, or service required pursuant to this Agreement, or said duties become impossible,

illegal or not feasible to perform; the contract may be terminated by the District with ten days written
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notice to the City.

Section 20. Hold Harmless. Each of the parties shall, at all times, be solely responsiblé for
the acts or the failure to act of its personnel that occur or arise in any way out of the performance of
this contract by its personnel only, and to save and hold harmless the other party from all costs,
losses, and damages, including cost of defense, incurred as a result of any acts or omissions of the
parties’ personnel relating to the performance of this contract.

Section 21. Entire Agreement. The parties agree that this Agreement is the complete

expression of the terms, and any oral representations or understandings not incorporated herein are
excluded. Either party may request changes in this Agreement upon proper notice, and when

mutually agreed shall be incorporated herein by written amendments hereto.
