ARTICLE 2. PURPOSE. The purpose of this Agreement is to
provide for the cooperative financing, administration, and use of
the Center by the Parties, for the benefit of the Chelan Valley
community.

ARTICLE 3. FINANCING.

The City will pay $550,000.00 as set forth in Article 4, to
the District to be be applied to the cost of constructing the
Center as an integral part of a larger District facility. The
District ' shall be responsible for paying the balance of the
construction costs of the Center.

ARTICLE 4. CONSTRUCTION.

A. Method of Payment. The City will advance monies to

the District to finance construction of the work at the following
designated stages of construction of the improvements:
1. Upon commencement of construction or the effective
date of this Agreement, whichever is later, the City will
advance $137,500.00 to the District;
2. Upon receipt of an affidavit from the District that
construction of the Center is one-quarter (1/4) complete,
the city shall advance an additional $137,500.00;
3. Upon receipt of an affidavit from the District that
construction of the Center 1is fifty percent (50%)
complete, the City will forward an additional $137,500.00;

4. Upon substantial completion of construction, the City
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shall forward the final payment of $137,500.00 to the

District.

B. Tndemnity. The District shall indemnify the City
and hold it harmless against all liabilities, claims or demands,
including attorneys' fees and costs, and for personal injury or
death or property damage arising out of or caused by any act or
omission of the District, the contractor of the project or its'
subcontractors, agents or employees, or arising in or about the
Center's construction site at any time from the effective date of
this Agreement until final completion of construction. The
District shall indemnify and hold the City harmless from any
liabilities, claims or demands, including attorneys' fees and

costs, for damage to any adjoining or adjacent property.

The City shall indemnify the District and hold it
harmless against all liabilities, claims or demands, including
attorneys' fees and costs, and for personal injury or death or
property damage arising out of or caused by any act or omission of
the District, the contractor of the project or its' subcontractors,
agents or employees, OT arising in or about the Center's
construction site at any time from the effective date of this
Agreement until final completion of construction. The City shall
indemnify and hold the District harmless from any liabilities,
claims or demands, including attorneys' fees and costs, for damage

to any adjoining or adjacent property.

C. Insurance, The District shall at all times,
commencing with the date upon which construction begins, carry the
following types of insurance with an insurance carrier or carriers.
The District shall promptly furnish to the City duplicate policies
of insurance as set forth below, together with certificates or
receipts showing the insurance is in force and fully paid. Each
of the policies shall contain a provision to the effect that it
may not be cancelled except upon twenty (20) days prior written

notice to the District and the City.

1. Public liability insurance covering death or bodily

injury with limits of not less than §1,000,000 for one person;

2. Property damage coverage limits of not less than 1.1

million.

3. Builder's risk insurance against damage or
destruction by fire and full'eitended coverage including vandalism
and malicious mischief, covering all improvements to be erected and
all materials of the same which are on or about the Center site,

in an amount equal to the full insurable value of the improvements

and materials.
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ARTICLE 5. OPERATION, MAINTENANCE AND CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS.

Section 5.1 - Costs. The cost of operations and maintenance

of the Center shall be financed by rental fees for the use of the
Center’as set forth in Exhibit "A" - "Policies and Procedures for
Use of Performing Arts Center", attached hereto and incorporated
herein by this reference. Receipts and expenditures related to the
operation of the Center shall be accounted for separately from
other District operations and shall be reported to the governing
bodies of the Parties on an annual basis. The City may request an
accounting from the District at any time. The District shall be
responsible for defraying any operations and maintenance costs
which are not covered by rentals charged for facility Use. The

city shall not be responsible for any costs for operation and

maintenance of the Center.

Section 5.2 - indemnity and Hold Harmless . The District

hereby agrees to indemnify the City and to hold the City harmless
against all liabilities, claims or demands including attorneys'

fees and costs for the loss of or damage to property or for injury

or death to any person from any cause whatsoever while in, upon or .

about the Center or resulting from the District's operation and

: : , 5.
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maintenance thereof.

The City hereby agrees to indemnify the District and to hold
the District harmless against all liabilities, claims or demands
including attorneys' fees and costs for the loss of or damage to
property or for injury or death to any person from any cause
whatsocever while in, upon or'abbut the Center or resulting from the
city's operation and maintenance thereof.

The District shall procure and maintain comprehensive public
liability, bodily injury and property damage insurance on the
Center with limits of at least $1,000,000 single limits or its
equivalent for bodily injury and $1.2 million for property damage
and shall furnish to the City a certificate evidencing such
insurance and stating that the coverage shall not be cancelled or
materially changed until the City shall have been given twenty

(20) days notice in writing.

Section 5.3 — Capital Improvements. The District shall

be responsible for the «costs of any necessary capital
improvement(s) to the facility, such as a new roof or structural
component replacement. In the event an upgrade or expansion of the
facility is deemed advisable by the advisory board, the City may
agree to provide additional stadium fund monies in an amount to be
determined at such time by the City Council. Provided that in the
event such an agreement 1is reached, funds for the capital

improvement shall first Dbe provided from any net profits of the
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facility.
ARTICLE 6. ADMINISTRATION.

Section 6.1 - Administrator. The District, by and through its

Superintendent or his/her designee shall be responsible for the
administration of the Center, subject to the advice and consent of
the Advisory Board in the manner described in Section 6.2 below.

Section 6.2 = Advisory Board.

6.2.1 Established.

A. The Advisory Board shall be established on or

before _ _ , 1990, composed of two (2) members selected by

the City Council, and two (2) members selected by the District
Board of Directors. Members may, but need not be, employees oOr
members of the governing body of the Party selecting them. At its
first meeting, the Advisory Board shall select one (1) additional
member who shall not be directly associated with either the City or
+he District. Thereafter, the Advisory Board shall consist of five
(5) members. Tn The event the fifth member cannot be agreed upon
by the Advisory Board, the arbitration procedure set forth 1in

Article 9 shall be followed.-

B. Term—--—-Vacancy. The initial Board members shall be

selected and hold terms as follows: one of the District’s members
and one of the City’s members shall be appointed to one one year
term:; one of the City’s members, one of the District’s members and
the member selected by the Advisory Board shall be appointed to two

two year terms. The term for all Board members appointed following
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the expiration of the terms of the initial Board members shall be
Ltwo years. Terms of office shall begin on the day of

, 1990. Members of the Board appcinted by the

District and members of the board appointed by the City may be
removed at any time by the district and the Mavor, respectively.
Vacancies for the remainder of unexpired terms shall be filled in

the same manner in which the original appointments are made.

’ C. Officers - Meetings- Quorum. At the first

meeting following appointment of the initial Board members, the
poard members shall elect from the members of the Board, a
president, a vice-president, and a secretary. It shall be the duty
of the president to preside at all meetings of the board and the
duty of the vice-president to do so in the absence of the
president. The secretary shall keep minutes of all meetings of all
proceedings of the Board and provide copies of the same toO the City
and the District within one (1) week after each Board meeting. A
majority of the board shall constitute a quorum for the transaction
of business and two affirmative votes shall be necessary to carry
any proposition. The Board shall hold a meeting at least twice per

year or as need arises.

D. Powers - Duties. The Advisory Board shall be

responsible for advising the governing bodies of the parties
concerning the administration of the Center, including, without

limitation, reccmmendations concerning the resolution of

-7~
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any conflicts concerning the use of the center. PROVIDED -THAT,
in the event the Advisory Board's recommendation on scheduling the':_
center is different than that of the District, the Advisory Board
shall have final authority.

E. Rules and Requlationg. The Advisory Board shall

develop such internal rules as may be appropriate for 1its
governance.

Section 6.3 - Use.

6.3.1 The following categories are established to
deterdine the level of rental fees to be charged for use of the
Center:

A, "“Category 1 Users" shall include (i) the District,
(ii) the City, (iii) tuition free community-school programs, (iv)
youth groups with membership unrestricted by race, color, creed,
religion or gender, and (v) nonprofit tourist-related
organizations.

B. "Ccategory 2 Users" shall include (i) nonprofit
organizations, including public service organizations and churches
(provided, that church use may be restricted by constitutional
limitations), (ii) youth groups with restricted mémbership, and
(iii) nonprofit local performing arts groups.

C. "Category 3 Users" shall include (i) Category 2 Users
whose use of the Center generates revenues in excess of the rental
fees, and (ii) Category 1 Users and Category 2 Users whose use of
the Center is for the purpose of raising funds.

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D. "Category 4 Users" shall include (i) for-profit
organizations or commercial ventures, (ii) organizations of which
40% or more of their members are not Chelan Valley residents, and
(iii) for-profit performing arts groups.

6.3.2 Subject to the approval of the Advisory Board, the
District shall establish policies and procedures for the use and
operations of the Center, including, but not 1limited to,
application procedures, rental fees, staffing, insurance
requirements, and security. The District’s initial policies and
procedurés are attached hereto as Exhibit A.

6.3.3 The categories identified in paragraph 6.3.1 and
the policies and procedures identified in paragraph 6.3.2 may be
changed from time to time by the District provided: (a) City Use
may not be changed from Category 1 without City permission and (b)
proposed changes shall be submitted to the Advisory Board for its
review and consent prior to implementation.

6.3.4 The District shall determine, on a case-by-case
basis, whether application for use of the Center shall be approved
subject to The following guidelines:

A. The city and the District shall have priority over
all other uses;

B. The City and the District have equal priority. In
the event of a conflict of use between the City and the District,
the District shall have priority;

C. conflicts for use of the Center shall be referred to
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the Advisory Committee for review and recommendation; and

D. Approval for use does not constitute an endorsement
by the District, the City or the Advisory Board of either the
sponsoring organization or the scheduled event.

ARTICLE 7. PROPERTY OWNERSHIP.

The District shall own the Center together with all real and
personal property associated therewith and, subject to the
requirements of Article 3, 4 and 5 shall acquire, hold and expend
funds related to the operation, maintenance, and capital
improveménts of the Center.

ARTICLE 8. RENEWAL AND TERMINATION.

Section 8.1 - Renewal. If at The expiration of this Agreement

on December 31, 2029, the District intends to continue to operate
the Center, it shall offer the City the opportunity to renew this
Agreement for up to an additional ten (10) years at which time this
Agreement shall terminate.

Section 8.2 - Termination. The City or the District may elect

to terminate this Agreement upon six (6) months written notice to
the other party. Upon such termination, the District shall pay the
Ccity an amount equal to $550,000 less $13,750 times the number of
years the Agreement has been in effect. (For example, if the
District terminated after 20 years, it would pay the City
$275,000.) Upon such termination the District shall retain
ownership and control of all real and personal property of the

Center.
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In the event the City has contributed monies for capital
improvement of the center, pursuant to Section 5.3 above, such
improvement shall be subject to straight line depreciation over its
life. The number of years remaining in the life of the improvement
at time of termination shall be multiplied by the yearly straight
line depreciation factor. This amount shall be added to the amount
set forth above. Following the example set forth above and
assuming the City contributed $20,000 for a capital improvement
with a 20 year life in the 19th year, the City would be entitled to

the following sum upon termination in the 20th year:

(From Previous Example)

275,000

+ 20,000.00 7 20 = $1,000

ARTICLE 9. ARBITRATION.

In The event the Parties become deadlocked on any matter
relating to this Agreement, they shall consult together with a view
of negotiating and resolving the deadlock. In the event they
cannot agree upon a resolution to the deadlock or if this Agreement
provides for the settlement of a dispute or question Dby
arbitration, the same shall be settled pursuant to RCW Chapter 7.04
et seq.

Such arbitration shall be before one disinterested arbitrator,
if one can be agreed upon, otherwise before three disinterested
arbitrators, one named by the city, one by the District and one by

the two thus chosen. The arbitrator or arbitrators shall determine
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the controversy in accordance with the laws of The State of
Washington as applied to the facts found by the arbitrators. The
arbitrator or arbitrators may grant injunctions or other relief in
such controversial claims.

The decision of the arbitrator or arbitrators shall be final,
conclusive and binding upon the Parties and a Jjudgment may be
obtained thereon in any court having jurisdiction. The City and
the District shall each pay one-half (1/2) of the costs and
expenses of such arbitration and each party shall separately pay
for its éwn attorneys’ fees and expenses.

ARTICLE 10. MISCELLANEOUS.

Section 10.1 - Amendment. This Agreement may be amended, or

any provision of this Agreement may be waived, provided that any
amendment or waiver will be binding only if such amendment or
waiver is set forth in a writing executed by the City and the

District.

Section 10.2 - Assignment. Neither this Agreement nor any of

the rights, interests or obligations hereunder may be assigned by
either Party without the prior written consent of the other
Party. This Agreement and all of the provisions hereof will be
binding upon and inure to the benefit of the Parties and their
respective successors and permitted assigns.

Section 10.3 - Severability. 1In the event that any provision

of this Agreement shall be determined to be unenforceable or

otherwise invalid for any reason, such provision shall be enforced
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and validated to the extent permitted by law. All provisions of
this Agreement are severable, and the unenforceability or
invalidity of any single provision hereof shall not effect the

remaining provisions.

Section 10.4 - Applicable Law. This Agreement shall be

governed by the laws of the State of Washington, and the venue of
any dispute under this Agreement shall be in Chelan County.

Section 10.5 - Headings. The headings or titles in this

Agreement are for the purpose of reference only and shall not in

any way affect the interpretation or construction of this

Agreement.

POLICIES AND PROCEDURES FOR USE OF PERFORMING ARTS CENTER

1. Persons and/or organizations who wish to use the Center
("Users") must file an application with the office of the
Superintendent of the District at least one (1) week before the
planned event, except that applications filed by the City and/or
the District will be accepted up to twenty-four (24) hours before
the planned event. Applications must be in writing and must be
completed by a person or persons over 21 Yyears of age. All
requests will be handled on a first come/first served basis, except
that applications filed by the City and/or the District will

receive first priority. To cancel an event and avoid rental fees
and charges, any User must deliver written notice to the District
not less than two (2) working days before the event. Any failure

to timely cancel may result in a charge equal to four hours of
custodijal time.

A. All approvals and/or rejections of applications for
use are in the discretion of the District. Factors to be
considered 1include, put are not limited to, satisfactory

sponsorship, adequate adult supervision, appropriate activities,
care of the equipment and facility, observation of District rules
and regulations, proper security and fire protection, when
necessary, and acceptable certificates of insurance. No approval
shall constitute an endorsement by the District or the City of
either the sponsor or the event. Any application for use which is
not in the best interests of the District or the City will not be

approved.

B. Users of the facility shall procure and maintain
comprehensive public liability, bodily injury and property damage
insurance for the event and use of the Center with limits of
$1,000,000 single limits or its equivalent for bodily injury and
$ for property damage, naming the District and the City
as additional insureds and shall furnish the District a certificate
evidencing such insurance and stating that the coverage shall not
pbe cancelled or materially changed until the District shall have
been given twenty (20) days notice in writing.

2. A custodian employed by the District must be in attendance
during any event. If kitchen equipment is used, a cook employed by
the District shall also be present. Any use of lighting or audio
equipment must be by a technician approved by the District. Salary
and benefit charges for 1989-1990 are as follows:

The minimum call-back for a custodian or cook employed by the
District 1is two (2) hours. No charge will be made for normal
custodial service during normal working hours.

3. Rental fees for the Center shall be as follows:

Use of the auditorium includes the stage, packstage, lobby and
restrooms. The fee charged for a rehearsal or a second performance
in one day shall be equal to one half of the rental fee. An
additional charge of $15 per hour shall be made for any requested
temperature adjustment of more than five (5) degrees from the
regular setting.

4. No food, drink or smoking is permitted in the auditorium,
and no alcohol, tobacco oOr narcotics are permitted on school
property. Furniture and equipment may be temporarily moved only as
approved in the application under the direct supervision of a
District employee, and must be returned immediately after the
event. No materials may be applied to walls, floors oY ceilings,
without the prior permission of the building principal, and
applicants must remove any such materials immediately after the
event. Materials and equipment may be stored on the premises only
on rehearsal and performance days, and must pe removed no later
than the day following the event. Neither the School District nor
the City shall be responsible for any such stored equipment or
materials and User accepts full responsibility for any items

stored.
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5. Users shall agree to indemnify the District and the City
and hold the District and the city harmless from and against any
loss, liability, damage or expense (including legal expenses and
costs) related to the use of the Center, including but not limited
to third party claims and loss or damage to the property of the
center or the District. As set forth in paragraph 1.B, the
District shall require any User to present satisfactory
certificates of insurance at any time prior to the event.

The City requests the Lake Chelan School District amend

Community Use of Performing Arts Center Policy Number 4331, to read

as follows;

Category 1 (e)

Non-profit organizations for tourist related performances
such as those programs put on by the Chelan Valley
Players, the Lake Chelan Fine Arts Council, the Bach
Feste and the Chamber of Commerce.
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Category 2 (c¢)

Non-profit performing groups such as Community Concerts,
service club performances to raise funds for school
related activities and scholarships. Donations, fees or
admission charges may be collected only to cover the cost
of the use of facility and scholarships.

In the belief that the schools should be considered a part of the
community, it is the policy of this school district to make
facilities available for community  use, under necessary
regulations, when such use 1s not in conflict with school
operation. However, the public shall be expected to reimburse the
district for such use to insure that funds intended for education
are not used for other purposes.

The School and the City of Chelan have entered into a general
intergovernmental cooperative agreement for use of the facility.
Each entity is entitled to up to fifty percent of the use of the
facility.

The right to authorize use of the school facility shall be retained
by the school board and/or superintendent. All conflicts will be
resolved by a local committee composed of two representatives from
the City and two representatives from the school. This committee
will act in an advisory capacity to the School Board and the City
Council.

Application for use shall be made in writing and shall follow the
procedures established by the Superintendent of Schools.
Authorization for use of the facility shall not be construed as an
endorsement of or approval of the activity, group or organizatiocn
nor for the purposes 1t represents.

The Superintendent is authorized to establish procedures for use
of school facilities, including rental rates, supervisory
requirements, restrictions, security, etc. Direct charges for use
of the facility, such as custocdial fees, technician fees, extra
charge for heating and cooling, etc shall be receipted into the
district's general fund and shall be used to reimburse the direct
cost incurred. Rental fees shall be accounted for separately and
shall be used for expenditures directly related to the operation
of the facility. An accounting of revenues and expenditures cf
rental fees shall be provided to the City Council and School Board
on an annual basis.

For rental rate purposes, organizations seeking the use of this
facility have been divided into categories.

Category 1 ,
a. School district curricular and extra curricular functions

including parent and teacher meetings and inservice.

b. city sponsored meetings for any arm of city government
including, but not limited to park department, police department,
fire department, city government, public elections and citizen
advisory groups.

C. Community-schocl programs for which no tuition fee is charged.

d. Youth oriented groups with unrestricted membership for
meetings in which no fee is charged.

e. Tourist related, non-profit organizations

Category 2

LIMITATIONS
1. Facility usage not in the best interest of the district will
. not be approved.
2. Satisfactory sponsorship, adequate adult supervision, apprcp-

riateness of activity, care of equipment and facility,
adherence to rules and regulations, proper police and fire
protection when necessary are conditions for use.
3. Facility use shall be limited to those activities specified
on the application
Persons or groups without proper permits will not be admitted.
A certificate of insurance will be required of all applicants
in categories 3 and 4
6. A custodian and technician designated by the district shall

b
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be present. Appropriate fees will be assessed to pay for
salary and benefits of these employees.

Food, drinks and smoking shall not be permitted in the
auditorium. Alcoholic beverage, tobacco products and
narcotics are forbidden on school property. Food may be served
in the Foyer if proper arrangements have been made for use.
All applicants for use of this facility shall hold the
district and the city free and without harm from any loss or
damage, liability or expense that may arise during or be
caused in any way by such use or occupancy of the performing
arts center. In the event that property loss or damage

is incurred as a result of such use or occupancy, the amount
of the damage shall be determined by the superintendent and
approved by the Board and a bill shall be presented to the
group using the facility during the time the loss or damage
was sustained.

Materials and equipment may be stored on the premises only
during days set aside for rehearsals and performances.
Equipment and materials must be removed no later than the day
after the performance. The district assumes no liability for
materials or equipment stored at its site. Neither the school
district nor the city shall be responsible for any such stored
equipment or materials, and user accepts full responsibility
for any items stored. i

The district will designate the use of entrances and exits.
No keys will be issued to parties using the facility. A
custodian must be on duty during all uses of the facility.
Charges will be made for times when the custodian is not
normally on duty or when demands on custodial time are

great enough to hinder accomplishment of normal duties.
Furniture and equipment will not be moved from one room to
another unless specifically called for in the application
and under direct supervision of a district employee. All
furniture and equipment so moved will be returned to its
normal place after performances.

No decorations or application of material to walls or

floors will be allowed without the permission of the
building principal. Applicants are required to remove

at their own expense any material or rubbish left after

use of the facility. It is assumed that the school district
will provide for "normal" janitorial services.

A food service employee must be in attendance when any
lunchroom equipment is used. An employee who 1is called back
at the end of a shift must be paid for a minimum of two hours
work.

when large groups are anticipated, it will be the
responsibility of the user organization to make
arrangements for crowd control

APPLICATION PROCEDURES AND USER CHARGES

The facility may only be used by groups who have a user application
form on file with the superintendent's office.

Other requests will be handled
on a first come/first served basis.

In the event that the district must cancel a permit to use the
facility due to such things as adverse weather conditions, every
effort will be made to reschedule. Except in emergency situations,
the district will notify the user at least one week in advance of
any cancellation.

In the event the user cancels an event, notification of
cancellation must be submitted at least two working days prior to
scheduled time of use or the full fee may be charged. All groups,
including those under category 1 may be charged custodial time

of four hours when failing to make cancellations within the
specified times. Cancellations must be made within working hours.
