


AGREEMENT
FOR USE
OF
AIRPORT BUILDING

THIS AGREEMENT between the CITY OF KELSO, a municipal corporation, (City),
and CIVIL AIR PATROL, INC. a federal non-profit corporation, (CAP),

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the City is the owner of a building at the Kelso/Longview Airport known as
building No. 40, which houses on the ground floor, the offices of the Airport Manager; and

WHEREAS, said the entire ground floor of said building is not needed for such or any
other municipal purpose; and

WHEREAS, CAP is desirous of using the excess space for meeting rooms: now therefore

THE PARTIES AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

1. CAP shall be entitled to use that portion of the ground ﬂoor*of building No. 40 at the
Kelso/Longview Airport for the purpose of holding meetings of membcrs of their group on the
terms and conditions set forth below.

2. CAP may construct a wall containing a door and dividing the available space
approximately in half. Said wall shall be constructed in accordance with any and all applicable
codes and ordinances of the City and shall be approved by the City. The construction shall be
entirely at the expense of CAP. : :

3. This Agreement does not require CAP to pay any cash rent. In addition to the
consideration contained in paragraph 2. CAP shall pay any charges for electricity furnished to
the ground floor of the building including that furnished to the offices of the Airport Manager.

4. CAP shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the City, its officers, officials,
employees and volunteers from and against any and all claims, suits, actions, or liabilities for
injury or death of any person or for loss or damage to property, which arises out of the use of the

premises or from any activity, work or thing done, permitted, or suffered by CAP in or about the



premises, except only such injury or damage as shall have been occasioned by the sole

negligence of the City.

5. CAP shall procure and maintain for the duration of the Agreement, insurance against
claims for injuries to persons or damage to property which may arise from or in connection with
the use of the premises. CAP shall provide a certificate of insurance evidencing:

General Liability insurance covering premises, products-completed operations and contractual

liability with limits of at least $1,000,000 per occurrence and general aggregate. Said insurance
shall include coverage for participant liability with limits of not less than $1,000,000 per
occurrence. The City shall be a named insured on any policy and shall be entitled to 30 days
notice of any cancellation of said insurance.

6. This Agreement may be terminated by either party by giving 30 days written notice to
the other party.

7. Any improvements to the premises made by CAP shall become and remain the
property of the City upon termination of this agreement.

8. Any notices to either party pursuant to this Agreement shall be in writing. Notices to
the City shall be by mail at P.O. Box 819, Kelso, WA. 98616. Notices to CAP shall be by mail
at Headquarters Washington Wing, P.O. Box 4459, McChord, WA. 98-;138..
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
