SUMMARY OF RULES FOR USE OF PARK AT BOTHELL LANDING
(See Bothell Municipal Code 8.60 for full rules & regulations)
1. City parks are open from 8:00 AM to dusk.
2. No alcohol permitted.
3. Amplified sound (music, microphones, etc.) shall not be audible over 75 ft. from the source without prior permission of the Parks &
Recreation Division (as permitted in Bothell Municipal Code 8.60.370).
4. Areas available for reservation are limited to the amphitheater and lawn east of Horse Creek. The travel areas between the bridge
and main park lawn are to remain open to public access.
5. Non-community sponsored events are allowed at the Park at Bothell Landing by permit only. The following limitations will apply:
a. Due to limitations, including parking, groups anticipating more than 500 participants and/or attendees shall not be
permitted.
b. A group representative shall submit a “Park at Bothell Landing Reservation Request” form to the Parks & Recreation
Division at least 90 days prior to the event. Staff shall respond to the applicant within 15 days of receiving the written
request.
c. Arefundable damage deposit of $100.00 must be paid at least 48 hours prior to the event.
d. Events requesting support from other city departments, such as Police, Fire and Public Works, may be required to apply
for a city-wide special event permit.
e. Additional charges for staffing & electricity ay be required depending on event requests.
f.  Depending on compatibility, use of the amphitheater may be denied if the Lytle House has been scheduled for an event.

WAIVER OF LIABILITY

The undersigned hereby requests, of the City of Bothell Parks & Recreation, use of the facilities described on the park reservation form and certifies that
the information in its request is correct.
