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Resolution No. R2007-6
A Resolution of the Pierce County Council and Executive Proclaiming January 2007, as “Mentoring Month” in Pierce County, Washington.

Whereas, the President of the United States officially designated the month of January as “National Mentoring Month” in 2002; and

Whereas, mentoring is a structured and trusting relationship that brings one or more young people together with caring adults who offer guidance, support and encouragement aimed at developing the young person’s competence and character; and

Whereas, youth with mentors are less likely to use illegal drugs and alcohol, less likely to skip school and less likely to hit someone; and 
Whereas, youth involved in mentoring programs show improved self-confidence as well as improved relationships with their parents, teachers and peers; and
Whereas, at least 500 Pierce County youth are on waiting lists to be matched with a mentor; and
Whereas, the Pierce County Mentorship Partnership, a collaboration of organizations providing mentorship to Pierce County children and youth, is actively recruiting adult mentors to serve as positive role models for the many children and youth of Pierce County who are waiting for one; Now, Therefore,

BE IT PROCLAIMED by the Council and Executive of Pierce County: 

The month of January 2007, shall be proclaimed “Mentoring Month” in Pierce County, Washington, and the Council and Executive call on all citizens to show appreciation to those who serve as mentors and to “Share What You Know – Mentor a Child!”
