CITY OF BREMERTON
DOWNTOWN REGIONAL CENTER SUB AREA PLAN

PURPOSE / OVERVIEW

In recent years Bremerton has experienced vigorous fizaiiah of its downtown
including a new Regional Government Center, tharig@rton Regional Transportation
Center, a new Conference Center, waterfront condominiong®ing construction of
Harborside Park, and a pending marina expansion arydefgress tunnel. In December
of 2004 Bremerton adopted a new Comprehensive Plan witlogg centers strategy for
focused, mixed growth in center locations. The @mhensive Plan posits Downtown as
the Metropolitain Center of the West Puget Sound aild for densification and
substantial growth allocation in the designated Diown Regional Center (DRC).
Bremerton also adopted an urban design concepétaral core blocks on the waterfront
in 2001. This concept must be reviewed to adjust to changimdjtons and new
development, and the edges of downtown have notvest@iny detailed sub area
planning or design attention. Implementation of tedization projects is also creating an
emerging need to manage impacts — especially as they affect resideigtilanhoods
immediately adjacent to downtown. For these rea&emerton is seeking to complete
a detailed sub area plan as per the guidelines found in tdeC288prehensive Plan.

PLAN SCOPE / ELEMENTS

The following outlines expectation for the Sub Area Plane fitoject has a varied scope
that may require consultant expertise in multiplsaa. Bremerton seeks targeted
consultant study and recommendations on key topics,impsttantly urban design.
Proposals addressing the items below from a ranggaais and individual firms are
welcomed. The scope is subject to adjustment and revision.

General Considerations

Comprehensive Plan Framework

The Sub Area Plan will fit and respond to the 2@@prehensive Plan framework. The
boundary of the Sub Area Plan is the designated BmwnRegional Center (Map 1),
though the exact boundaries of the planning area arectubjrevision during the
process. The Sub Area Plan must accommodate growth antygesimeters set in the
2004 Plan. Working within this framework ensures that irtgpace within evaluated
parameters, and that the overarching Comprehentawevizion for downtown’s role in
the City and the Region is respected.
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Community Visioning

A refined vision for the Downtown Regional Center willdrafted through a community
involvement process. There will be ample and varied oppitigs for public
involvement. Such opportunities could include open hqudesrettes, roundtable
meetings and workshops, in addition to public hegai The process will include review
by the Planning Commission and approval by the Ciayncil. Visioning will establish a
clearer definition of the image and identity of theaddown Regional Center, which
may include several sub-neighborhoods. Visioning maylrén character and identity
cues that will be carried through the elements of the plan.

Market Component

conditions. A market overview identifying existing or emerging opportunities for
Downtown Bremerton in the regional economy is déd&ra A market component may
also provide grounding for the feasibility of development types and opportunity sites
recommended in plan elements.

Plan Elements

Land Use & Building Form
The Sub Area Plan will establish or augment zonirdydavelopment standards within
some or all of the Downtown Regional Center. Bremertorektablished an approach to
Sub Area Planning whereby the Plan document itself cataicozoning code and
development standards for a target area when atlbgterdinance. It is anticipated that
the Sub Area Plan may include form-based or other inivaviand use measures to
govern the character and scale of new developmedatget areas. Topics of particular
concern include compatibility of denser new midcr@d low-rise development in or
near established residential neighborhoods, and defaninglding heights landscape that
allows for an attractive future Bremerton skyline. The lasel and building form
element is the most important element of the Plan.

Streetscape

The Sub Area Plan will establish Downtown Regional Cebtayetscape standards. The
City hopes to create several codified streetscape upgrade standards, which can be
strategically implemented over time with new developm&tandards will range from

an intensive mixed use street standard, to an pppte urban residential street standard.
Bremerton has recently implemented a number oétstcape upgrades in the downtown
core, setting a precedent for the most intensiveedise streets. More work on
standards for secondary and residential streekb@ilequired. The streetscape element
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will identify locations for and suggest capital improvenseat marquis intersections and
other locations that can enhance the public realm.

Circulation & Parking
The Sub Area Plan will review and recommend a comprehersategy for Downtown
circulation and parking. The circulation and pagkstrategy will address vehicles,
transit, pedestrian and bicycle needs and will boiicexisting and ongoing improvement
projects. This element addresses concerns thhtdefielopment may lead to congestion
and parking problems. The circulation and parlgtrgtegy will inform standards in both
the Building Form and Streetscape elements. The plan mggsiugchniques such as
shared off-street parking facilities.

Opportunity Sites
The Sub Area Plan will identify opportunity sites foratgst development projects.
Recommendations for potential development conceptsdleuncluded in the plan for
opportunity sites. Concepts for opportunity sitesy include buildings to be developed
by public or private parties, and it may include lprilbmenities or open spaces. Up to 5
opportunity sites may be identified during the planning process.

Infrastructure Review
The City will also include an infrastructure review as a part of the Sub Area Plan. This
pertains primarily to the conveyance systems for sewes, Isiermwater, and potable
water, as well as the condition of roadway surfacHse infrastructure review will be
conducted in partnership with City agencies inatgdPublic Works & Engineering. The
goal of the infrastructure review is to document any deficiencies in downtown’s
essential infrastructure that will require substdntpgrades with additional infill. The
infrastructure review seeks to identify these future upggarospectively so they may be
implemented at an efficient timeframe and with exog of scale. The City will also
explore the establishment of ‘impact thresholdsdtigh the Sub Area Plan, whereby
certain levels of redevelopment would be identified agénig for new capital
improvements such as additional public parking gerar sewer mainline upgrade.

The City with assistance from the project team wolhduct planned action
environmental review on some or all of the developmenteqasdor opportunity sites as
identified during the planning process. Planned actiom@mwental review will

facilitate and expedite future permitting for dex@hent projects that adhere to the
concepts identified for opportunity sites in theboQrea Plan.

Legislative Adoption

The Sub Area Plan document will be adopted legislativelyityy@uncil as an element
of the City’s Comprehensive Plan and simultaneoushjeaglopment standards for those
portions of the Downtown Regional Center targeted for nede.cd\doption of the Sub
Area Plan will also simultaneously codify streefseatandards for right of way
improvements to be required with new development.
