SPECIFICATIONS

BULK ROCK SALT
I.
General
A.
It is the intent of these specifications to describe bulk rock salt in sufficient detail to secure bids on comparable product.  Any variance from the specifications or standards of quality must be clearly pointed out in writing by the bidder.

B.
The period of this contract shall be for one year date of award, and thereafter from year to year for four additional years, provided, however, that either party may at any time during the life of this contract, or any extension thereof, terminate this contract by giving thirty (30) days notice in writing to the other party of its intention to do so.

C.
Quantities are estimated only and shall be bid on a MORE OR LESS basis.  For the purpose of comparison, bids shall be made on the bulk rock salt in the quantities listed in the proposal.  Listed quantities shall not be considered firm estimates of bulk rock salt for the year, nor shall the City be bound or limited to quantities listed.  Prices shall remain firm for the period of this contract unless exception is stated in bid.

D.
Price Increases:  If an exception is stated in the bid and prices are not firm for the first twelve month period of the contract and any renewals thereof, any price increases must be approved by the City Purchasing Agent.  Vendors shall be allowed to adjust prices, provided proof of manufacturer's price increase can be furnished to the City.  The price increase shall take effect thirty (30) days after notification of acceptance by the City.

E.
Price Decreases:  During the contract period and any renewals thereof, any price declines at manufacturer's level shall be reflected in a reduction of the con​tract price to the City retroactive to the date they were effective to the vendor.

F.
Under no circumstances shall any fuel surcharges be allowed without prior approval from the City of Yakima Purchasing Agent.

G.
The City does not bind itself to purchase the full quantities stipulated in the proposal as estimates.  The quantities shown as estimates are not exact and are given for the purpose of comparing bids upon a uniform basis.  Payment will be made only for quantities actually ordered, delivered, and accepted, whether greater or less than the stated amounts.

H.
Should the supplier be unable to or refuse to supply mater​ials, on any given day, against this predetermined delivery schedule to which he has agreed and the City is forced to do the work with materials bought from a different supplier, the difference in the bid price of the materials and that paid the new supplier, in order to do the work, shall be for the account of the supplier holding the bid award for these products.



Exceptions to this section shall be as follows:

The City of Yakima reserves the right to reject any or all bids or accept any presented which meet or exceed these speci​fica​tions and which they may deem to be the best interest of the City and will not necessarily be bound to accept the low bid.

Special Instructions
A.
Dimensions of the storage building for the bulk rock salt are:  30 ft. x 40 ft. with a 14 ft x 14 ft. opening.  

B.
Bid shall be submitted to the City Clerk's Office, Yakima City Hall, 129 North 2nd Street, by 2:00 p.m. on September 28, 2000 in a sealed envelope labeled Bid No. 10022 and including date and time of bid opening.

C.
Supplier shall specify guaranteed delivery date in terms of time interval following placement of order.  Delivery shall be Monday through Friday, between 7:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.

D.
Time of delivery is important and will be considered in the evaluation of the bids.  Delivery will be accepted by City of Yakima, FOB and unloaded at Yakima City Shop Complex Storage Building, 2301 Furtive Boulevard, Yakima, Washington, 98902, ready for regular and safe use.  Bulk rock salt shall be delivered in a belly dump truck.
E.
Payments:


Vendor is to submit properly completed invoice(s) to the address specified on the purchase order.  To insure prompt payment each invoice should cite purchase order number, bid number, description of item purchased, unit and total price, discount terms and include the vendor's name and return re​mittance address.

F.
Payment will be mailed within thirty (30) days of (a) the receipt and acceptance of the meters, and (b) the properly completed invoice.

G.
It is also the intent of this bid document to make available to other local government entities of the State of Washington, by mutual agreement with the successful bidder, and properly authorized interlocal purchasing agreements as provided for by RCW 39.34, the right to purchase the same equipment, at the prices quoted, for the period of this contract.  Each bidder shall indicate on the bid form if he will honor Political Subdivision orders in accordance with contract terms and conditions, in addition to orders from the City of Yakima.
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
