I.
General
A.
It is the intent of these specifications to describe fire hydrants in sufficient detail to secure bids on comparable equipment.  All parts which are necessary in order to provide a complete unit, ready for operation, shall be included in the bid and shall conform in strength, quality of workmanship and material to that which is usually provided the trade in general.  

B.
Alternates:

In order to standardize our equipment, no alternates will be acceptable.  

C.
New and Unused:

All equipment, parts and material shall be new, unused, manu​facturer's latest model and in current production.  All materials shall have physical and chemical properties to withstand the intended service.  Equipment design shall have sufficient excess capacity for durability and safety.

D.
Interlocal Purchasing:

It is also the intent of this bid document to make available to other local government entities of the State of Washington, by mutual agreement with the successful bidder, and properly authorized interlocal purchasing agreements as provided for by RCW 39.34, the right to purchase the same equipment, at the prices quoted, for the period of this contract.  Each bidder shall indicate on the bid form in the space provided below if he will honor Political Subdivision orders in accordance with contract terms and conditions, in addition to orders from the City of Yakima.

E.
Quantities:

Quantities are estimated only and shall be bid on a MORE OR LESS basis.  For the purpose of comparison, bids shall be made on the various fire hydrants in the quantities listed in the proposal.  Listed quantities shall not be considered firm estimates of hydrant requirements for the year, nor shall the City be bound or limited to quantities listed.  

F.
Delivery:

Each bidder is required to list on the proposal and/or bid form the number of calendar days he expects delivery to be made at the destination in terms of time interval following placement of order.  Failure to include a specific number of calendar days may be sufficient grounds for rejection of bid.

G.
Price Increases:  

If an exception is stated in the bid and prices are not firm for the period of the contract and any renewals thereof, any price increases must be approved by the City Purchasing Agent.  Vendors shall be allowed to adjust prices, provided proof of manufacturer's price increase can be furnished to the City.  The price increase shall take effect thirty (30) days after noti​fication of acceptance by the City.

H.
Price Decreases:  

During the contract period and any renewals thereof, any price declines at manufacturer's level shall be reflected in a reduction of the con​tract price to the City retroactive to the date they were effective to the vendor.

I.
Unit Prices:

Unit prices for all items, all extensions, and the total amount of bid must be shown.  

J.
Payments:

Vendor is to submit properly completed invoice(s) to the address specified on the purchase order.  To insure prompt payment each invoice should cite purchase order number, bid number, description of item purchased, unit and total price, discount terms and include the vendor's name and return re​mittance address.  Payment will be mailed within thirty (30) days of (a) the receipt and acceptance of the equipment, (b) properly completed invoice, and (c) all papers required to be delivered with equipment.

K.
Warranty:

Any materials provided and labor shall carry standard warranty coverage furnished in trade in general.  Bidder shall state terms and conditions of guarantee/warranty.

L.
Right to Reject/Accept:

The City of Yakima reserves the right to reject any or all bids or accept any presented which meet or exceed these speci​fica​tions, and which would be in the best interest of the City and will not necessarily be bound to accept the low bid.

M.
Technical Specification Analysis:

Each bidder shall complete the "TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION ANALYSIS" section of the Bid Call and same shall be returned with the vendor’s proposal.  Failure to do so will be cause for rejection of said proposal.

Vendor shall check “YES” if they do comply 100% with that particular specification, or “NO” if they do not.  If “NO” is checked, vendor must explain in the “COMMENTS” column on the right how their specification deviates.

Special Instructions
A.
Bid Due Date:

Bid shall be submitted to and date stamped by the City Clerk’s Office, Yakima City Hall, 129 North 2nd Street, Yakima, WA, 98901, by 2:00 p.m. on October 10, 2001 in a sealed envelope labeled Bid No. 10116 with the date and time of bid opening written on the face of it.  If you plan on attending the bid opening, DO NOT BRING YOUR BID WITH YOU INTO THE OPENING ROOM.  It must be received and date stamped by the Clerk’s Office .

B.
Term:

The period of this contract shall be for a period of one year from its effective date, and thereafter from year to year for four additional years, provided, however, that either party may at any time during the life of this contract, or any extension thereof, terminate this contract by giving thirty (30) days notice in writing to the other party of its intention to cancel.  Prices shall remain firm for the first twelve month period of the contract unless an exception is stated in the bid.

C.
Delivery Acceptance:

Time of delivery is important and will be considered in the evaluation of the bids.  Delivery will be accepted by the City of Yakima, FOB Yakima Water Division, 2301 Fruitvale Boulevard, Yakima, Washington, 98902, between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 2:00 p.m. Monday through Friday, ready for regular and safe operation.  

D.
Materials Bought from Different Supplier:

Should the contracted vendor be unable to or refuse to supply materials, on any given day, against this predetermined delivery schedule to which the supplier has agreed and the City is forced to do the work with materials bought from a different supplier, the difference in the bid price of the materials and that paid the new supplier, in order to do the work, shall be charged to and paid for by the contracted vendor holding the bid award for these products.

Hydrants to be Mueller Super Centurion 200 or M&H Style 929.

Hydrants to be designed for working pressure of 150 psig.  The assembled hydrant shall be tested at the factory to 300 psig in both the open and closed positions.  No leakage shall be allowed through the casting, main valve, joints or stem packing.  Under test conditions the leak through the drain valves shall not exceed five (5) ounces per minute.

Hydrants shall be assembled with two 2-1/2” National Standard thread hose nozzles at points 180¡ opposite of each other and 90¡ opposite of one 4-1/2” National Standard thread pumper nozzle.

All nozzles must be field replaceable thread-in or lock-in type requiring no disassembly of hydrant domes or other hydrant parts, other than nozzle caps.

All hydrant domes and nozzle caps to be painted black using Rustoleum’s Paint #634 or equal non-lead paint.

Nozzle bodies to be painted yellow using Rustoleum’s #659 or equal non-lead paint.
