I.
General
A.
It is the intent of these specifications to describe miscellaneous asphaltic and construction material requirements in sufficient detail to secure bids on comparable products.

B.
Interlocal Purchasing:
It is also the intent of this bid document to make available to other local government entities of the State of Washington, by mutual agreement with the successful bidder, and properly authorized interlocal purchasing agreements as provided for by RCW 39.34, the right to purchase the same equipment, at the prices quoted, for the period of this contract.  Each bidder shall indicate on the bid form in the space below if he will honor Political Subdivision orders in accordance with contract terms and conditions, in addition to orders from the City of Yakima.

C.
Quantities:

Quantities are estimated only and shall be bid on a MORE OR LESS basis.  For the purpose of comparison, bids shall be made on the various materials in the quantities listed in the proposal.  Listed quantities shall not be con​sidered firm estimates of miscellaneous construction material requirements for the year, nor shall the City be bound or limited to quantities listed.  Payment will be made only for quantities actually ordered, delivered, and accepted, whether greater or less than the stated amounts.  

D.
Term:

The period of this contract shall be for a period of one year from its effective date.  The City may, at it’s option, extend the contract on a year to year basis for up to four additional years, provided, however, that either party may at any time during the life of this contract, or any extension thereof, terminate this contract by giving thirty (30) days notice in writing to the other party of its intention to do so.  Prices for material and labor shall remain firm for the first twelve (12) month period of the contract, unless exception is stated in bid.  

E.
Right to Award:

The City of Yakima reserves the right to make contract award on all groups of materials listed on the bid form or award based on any group or based on any combinations of groups.

F.
Other City Departments/Like Items Added:

At any time during the term of this contract, or any extension thereof, other City departments may be served under these same terms and conditions.  Additional like items may be added at the request of the Purchasing Manager.

G.
Right to Reject/Accept:

The City of Yakima reserves the right to reject any or all bids or accept any presented which meet or exceed these specifications, and which would be in the best interest of the City and will not necessarily be bound to accept the low bid.

H.
Price Increases:
If an exception is stated in the Bid and prices are not firm for the first twelve month period of the contract and any renewals thereof, any price increase requests must be in writing and approved by the City Purchasing Manager.  Vendors shall be allowed to adjust prices, provided proof of manufacturer's price increase can be furnished to the City.  If approved, the price increase shall take effect thirty (30) days after notification was received by the City.

I.
Price Decreases:
During the contract period and any renewals thereof, any price declines at manufacturer's level shall be reflected in a reduction of the con​tract price to the City, retroactive to the date they were effective to the vendor.

J.
Standard Warranty:

Any materials provided shall carry standard warranty coverage furnished by the trade in general.

K.
Regulations and Codes:

To the extent applicable, all materials shall comply with Washington State regulations, Federal regulations, OSHA and WISHA requirements, to include EPA standards and City safety codes.

L.
Payments:

Vendor is to submit properly completed invoice(s) to the address specified on the purchase order.  To insure prompt payment each invoice should cite purchase order number, bid number, description of item purchased, unit and total price, discount terms and include the vendor's name and return remittance address.
II.
Special Instructions
A.
Bid Due Date:

Bid shall be submitted to and date stamped by the City Clerk’s Office, Yakima City Hall, 129 North 2nd Street, Yakima, WA, 98901, by 2:00 p.m. on January 30, 2003 in a sealed envelope labeled Bid No. 10304 with the date and time of bid opening written on the face of it.  If you plan on attending the bid opening, DO NOT BRING YOUR BID WITH YOU INTO THE OPENING ROOM.  It must be received and date stamped by the Clerk’s Office .

B.
Material Availability:

Material of each size and type shall be available during any workday, Monday through Friday, between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. upon 24 hour notice by the City.  The requesting department or division head in charge of the work and the supplier's representative shall establish, by mutual consent, a delivery schedule.

C.
Loading Equipment:

The supplier is required to have suitable loading equipment available each working day from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.

D.
Mileage:

The mileage from the bidder's scale house to the nearest point in the City Limits will be measured by the City along normal travel routes and the bid prices will be adjusted to reflect the haul distance in the following manner.  The first six (6) miles (round trip) beyond the City Limits will be considered FREE miles.  For each additional mile or fraction of a mile traveled thereafter, the bid price will be adjusted by the factor of ($.20) per ton per mile, based on a 5 ton load.  All computations will be considered during bid review process prior to award.  Distances shall be determined by the Department of Public Works under this item.

E.
Changes:

Any proposed change in this contract shall be submitted to the City of Yakima Purchasing Manager for her prior approval and the she will make the change by a contract modification.  Any oral statement or representation changing any of these terms or conditions is specifically unauthorized and is not valid.

F.
Technical Specification Analysis:

Each bidder shall complete the "TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION ANALYSIS" section of the Bid Call and same shall be returned with the vendor’s proposal.  Failure to do so will be cause for rejection of said proposal.

Vendor shall check “YES” if they do comply 100% with that particular specification, or “NO” if they do not.  If “NO” is checked, vendor must explain in the “COMMENTS” column on the right how their specification deviates.  Checking “NO” on any item will not necessarily disallow vendors bid.  The City shall be the sole judge as to whether an exception is acceptable or not.
