Section I- Introduction

The Yakima Wastewater Division desires to enter into a contract for a one year supply of polymer for use in its sludge dewatering process using a Sharples Centrifuge Model DS-705.  The one year contract may be extended for up to four (4) additional one year terms upon mutual agreement of both parties.  The quantity of polymer purchased will be sufficient to dewater approximately 1600 dry tons of sludge per year.  Polymer flocculant shall be a high to medium charge cationic in powder form and furnished in fifty (50) or fifty-five (55) pound polyethylene lined, multi-walled bags for ease of storage and handling.

The vendor must be either a manufacturer of the product or a company that has been authorized by the manufacturer to sell the product for its intended use.  The vendor must be available for technical support five days per week via telephone and be able to provide on-site support within two days of a request for such support.  The vendor's technical support personnel must be knowledgeable in the use of the vendor's product and in the use of centrifuges to dewater wastewater sludge.

Yakima sludge is an anaerobically digested mixture of primary and waste activated sludges.  Digester feed is approximately 55% primary sludge and 45% waste activated on a dry weight basis.  The sludge feed to the centrifuge is currently averaging about 1.5% solids but may vary from 1.4-1.8%.

Section II- Prequalification

Only companies which prequalify their products by meeting the minimum performance specifications during the centrifuge trial process discussed below will be allowed to bid.  Vendors must bench test their product(s) with Yakima wastewater sludge prior to the trials.  In addition, vendors may schedule a “practice” run with a product deemed suitable during the bench tests.  A practice run will consist of a vendor providing 100-110 pounds of polymer and observing its’ performance during a typical centrifuge operation.  Practice runs must be scheduled and completed before the start of the formal trial process (approximately April 7, 2003).  During the practice run the vendor can request centrifuge operational adjustments.  Adjustments will be made based upon the judgement of the centrifuge operator provided by the Yakima Wastewater Plant.  All polymer used in the bench testing, the practice run and the polymer trials will be provided by the vendor at their expense.  Bench testing must be scheduled by March 14, 2003.  Centrifuge trials will be scheduled for April and May 2003.  To schedule bench testing contact Joe Schnebly, Marie Bossert or Tim Cooper at (509) 575-6077.  The City may reschedule centrifuge trials if dictated by unforeseen facility conditions.

Section III- Centrifuge Trials

Centrifuge trials will be conducted using Yakima's Sharples Model DS-705.  Recommended polymer concentration is 0.5%.  Sufficient product must be mixed to dewater sludge for four (4) hours at a 230 gpm feed rate.  The product must be able to produce a 20% cake or better, at a sludge feed rate of 230 gpm (approximately 1700 lbs./hour).  Sludge flow will be determined by subtracting make-up water and polymer flows from the total metered flow to the centrifuge.  Solids concentration of the centrate must be no more than 5% of the feed sludge concentration (95% efficiency).  Products that do not meet the minimum performance standards do not qualify to bid.  The minimum performance standards mentioned above (95% removal, 230 gpm sludge feed rate and 20% cake) may be adjusted before the trials begin if sludge conditions and/or centrifuge operability dictate modification.
Yakima personnel will mix all polymer in accordance with the vendors recommendations within the limitations of the system.  Polymers will be aged in accordance with the vendors recommendations up to a maximum of one hour.  Sufficient polymer must be supplied to the centrifuge by one polymer pump (10 gpm max.) to effectively treat the 230 gpm sludge feed rate.  Preceding the centrifuge trial, the vendor will be allowed a two (2) hour optimization period to experiment with dilution water flow rates, polymer dosage and application points and centrifuge torque settings.  The torque selection must be within the range of 15-35 inch pounds.  The vendor will advise the operator as to the desired settings for these variables prior to the start of the trial.  Once selected, these settings will remain fixed throughout the trial.  The trial test period will be two (2) hours beginning immediately after the 2-hour optimization period.  Sampling during the two hour trial will be conducted at 30 minute intervals by plant staff.  Samples will be composited and tested by plant laboratory staff to determine sludge feed concentration, centrate solids concentration and cake solids.  The results of these analysis will be used in the evaluation formulas to determine if the minimum performance standards are met.  Results will be considered proprietary to each vendor until the bid process is complete.

Plant staff is currently successful operating with the following parameters:  sludge feed rates of 210-240 gpm, dilution water at 20 gpm, centrifuge torque setting at 20-23 inch-pounds and polymer application at the centrifuge feed pump.  

Each vendor will be allowed to trial two (2) products if bench testing indicates product acceptability.  The vendor will be given the option of trialing the same product a second time instead of trying a second product.  If a vendor qualifies two products, separate bids may be submitted on each one.  City staff can disqualify a product any time during the optimization or trial period if it is clearly unable to achieve the minimum performance standards set for qualification.

Section IV- Polymer Evaluation Formulas
Pounds of polymer per dry ton of biosolids produced will be established according to the following formulas:

*  Pounds of polymer used will be determined by the centrifuge operator from polymer tank readings at the beginning and end of the 2-hour trial period.

*  Dry tons of biosolids produced will be determined by Formula "A" below.

Formula A:
(Feed conc. - Centrate conc.) X Sludge flow X 8.34/2000

Where feed and centrate concentration are in mg/l and are determined by Yakima laboratory staff from the composite samples taken during the 2-hour trial period.  Sludge flow will be in million gallons, and will be determined by the centrifuge operator based upon readings from the flow totalizer at the beginning and end of the 2-hour trial period.  Dilution water and polymer flow quantities will be subtracted from the total flow to determine how much of the metered flow is liquid sludge.

Bid evaluation will be based upon the price of polymer per dry ton of sludge produced-  (Formula "B").

FORMULA B:
(lbs. polymer/dry ton) X (bid price in $/lb).

The pounds of polymer per dry ton above is determined by the 2-hour trial period using Formula A and bid price is the vendor's quoted bid price.

Section V- Performance Standards

*  Dewatering efficiency must be 95% or better:  Formula "C".

FORMULA C:

(Feed conc. - centrate conc/feed conc.) X 100%

Feed and centrate concentrations are in mg/l.

*  Cake solids must be 20% or better.

*  Above performance standards must be achieved at 230 GPM sludge feed rate.

Throughout the life of the contract, the City must obtain cost performance within ten percent (10%) of the performance standards established during the trials.  If, during the life of the Contract, the product will not produce results within ten percent (10%) of the standards, the City reserves the right to terminate the Contract.  Prior to this action, the vendor will be offered the opportunity to assist City staff by making suggestions for improving product performance or by changing products.  All remedial action taken by the vendor will be subject to prior approval by City staff and will result in no additional cost to the City.

Section VI- Delivery

Polymer orders will normally be placed for the amount of 80 bags per delivery.  Orders of this quantity shall be shipped on two separate non-returnable pallets not to exceed 2300 pounds each.  The shipper must provide a means of moving pallets to the end of the truck where they can be removed by forklift.  The polymer vendor is responsible for hiring a qualified shipper and the vendor is ultimately responsible for product damage caused by the shipper.  Delivery will be accepted by City of Yakima, FOB Wastewater Treatment Plant, 2220 E. Viola, Yakima, Washington, 98901, between the hours of 8:00 A.M. and 5:00 P.M., Monday through Friday.

It is also the intent of this bid document to make available to other local government entities of the State of Washington, by mutual agreement with the successful bidder, and properly authorized interlocal purchasing agreements as provided for by RCW 39.34, the right to purchase the same equipment, at the prices quoted, for the period of this contract.  Each bidder shall indicate on the Bid form in the space provided below if he will honor Political Subdivision orders in accordance with contract terms and conditions, in addition to orders from the City of Yakima.

C.
Term:

The period of this contract shall be for a period of one year from its effective date.  The City may, at it’s option, extend the contract on a year to year basis for up to four additional years provided, however, that either party may at any time during the life of this contract, or any extension thereof, terminate this contract by giving thirty (30) days notice in writing to the other party of its intention to cancel.  Prices shall remain firm for the first twelve month period of the contract unless an exception is stated in the bid.
D.
Price Increases:  

If an exception is stated in the Bid and prices are not firm for the first twelve month period of the contract and any renewals thereof, any price increase requests must be in writing and approved by the City Purchasing Manager.  Vendors shall be allowed to adjust prices, provided proof of manufacturer's price increase can be furnished to the City.  If approved, the price increase shall take effect thirty (30) days after noti​fication was received by the City.

E.
Price Decreases:
During the contract period and any renewals thereof, any price declines at manufacturer's level shall be reflected in a reduction of the con​tract price to the City, retroactive to the date they were effective to the vendor.
F. Quantities:

Quantities are estimated only and shall be bid on a MORE OR LESS basis.  For the purpose of comparison, bids shall be made on organic polymer in the quantities listed in the proposal.  Listed quantities shall not be considered firm estimates of cationic polymer flocculant requirements for the year, nor shall the City be bound or limited to quantities listed.  Payment will be made only for quantities actually ordered, delivered, and accepted, whether greater or less than the stated amounts.

G. Brochures:

Brochures and specifications shall be included with bid package.  Vendor shall specify the manufacturer of products being offered on the face of his bid.  Failure to do so will be cause for rejection of bid.

H. Exceptions:

Specifications of the product bid shall be equal to or better than the specifications stated herein and all excep​tions to these speci​fications shall be so listed on a separate sheet headed "EXCEPTIONS TO THE SPECIFICATIONS".  Any bid submitted without exceptions will be required to meet every detail of these specifications regard​less of cost to the bidder.

I. Right to Reject:

The City of Yakima reserves the right to reject any or all bids or accept any presented which meet or exceed these speci​fica​tions, and which would be in the best interest of the City and will not necessarily be bound to accept the low bid.

J. Exceptions:

No exceptions will be considered that may tend to devalue the product or give an individual bidder who is offering a lesser item a distinct advantage.  Bidders are encouraged to list any points not addressed in these specifications that they feel improve or enhance the use of their product.

The City of Yakima, its agents, elected and appointed officials, and employees are to be listed as additional insureds under the policies.

The contractor will provide a Certificate of Insurance to the City as evidence of coverage.  The certificate will provide 30 days notice of cancellation, and under the cancellation section, the wording “endeavor to” and “but failure to mail such notice shall impose o obligation or liability of any kind upon the company, its agents or representatives” will be crossed out.  A copy of the additional insured endorsement attached to the policy will be included with the certificate.

The contractor shall also maintain workers compensation through the State of Washington.  

If at any time during the life of the contract or any extension, the contractor fails to maintain the required insurance in full force and effect, all work under the contract shall be discontinued immediately.  Any failure to maintain the required insurance may be sufficient cause for the City to terminate the contract.

This Certificate of insurance shall be provided to the Purchasing Manager, prior to commencement of this work.

G. Equal or Approved Equal:

The City reserves the right to make the decision on acceptability.  Each vendor shall clearly identify make, model or trade name of material bid on the face of their bid. 1. Laws and Regulations
The contractor shall comply with all applicable laws and regulations pertaining to this contract.  In addition, the contractor shall ensure that any subcontractor performing this contract shall comply with all applicable laws and regulations pertaining to this contract.

2. Acceptance

The City reserves the right to reject any or all quotations, to waive any technicalities and informalities, and to accept or reject all or any part of this quotation at prices shown.

All bids/quotes must remain open for acceptance by the City for a period of at least 60 calendar days from the date of opening of the bids/quotes, unless otherwise stated.

3. Bid/Quote Submittals

Bids and quotes shall be submitted on the attached forms only.  Extra pages and literature may be added to this package, however, the package shall be returned intact as received.
All prices and notations must be typewritten or written in ink, with no erasures permitted.  Mistakes may be crossed out and corrections written adjacent thereto, and must be initialed in ink by person signing quotation.  Verify your quotations before submission, as they cannot be withdrawn or corrected after being opened.

If applicable, unit prices for all items, all extensions, and the total amount of bid or quote must be shown. 13. Cooperative Purchasing

14. Samples

18.  Warranties

Vendor warrants that all goods and services furnished under this order are new, conform strictly to the specifications herein, are merchantable, good workmanship, free from defect, are fit for the intended purpose of which such goods and services are ordinarily employed and if a particular purpose is stated in a Special Condition, the goods are then warranted as for that particular purpose.  Vendor further warrants that no violation of any federal, state or local law, statute, rule, regulation, ordinance or order will result from the manufacturer, production, sale, shipment, installation or use of any other the goods.  Vendor’s warranties (and any more favorable warranties, service policies, or similar undertaking of Vendor) shall survive delivery, inspection, and acceptance of the goods or services.

19. Re-Award

When the contract is terminated by the vendor upon 30 days notice as herein provided, the City, pursuant to City ordinance, may re-award the contract to the next most responsible bidder.  

When a vendor is unable to supply goods and/or services to the City and is in breach of the contract, or when the contract is terminated by the City for cause as herein provided, the City reserves the right to re-award the contract to the next most responsible bidder.  

20. Errors and Omissions

The City reserves the right to correct obvious ambiguities and errors in the Bidder’s proposal and to waive non-material irregularities and/or omissions.  In this regard, if the unit price does not compute to the extended total price, the unit price shall govern.  

21. Late Receipt of Bid/Quote Documents

Bids and/or quotations and modifications received after the exact hour and date specified for receipt of bids and/or quotations will not be considered  (i.e. if bid was due by 2:00 PM, any bids received after 2:00:00 PM will be rejected) .

22. Licenses

If applicable, successful vendor shall have a valid and current business license per Chapter 5.02 Section 5.02.010 of the Yakima Municipal Code covering this type of business and shall satisfy all applicable City Code provisions.  Said license shall be obtained prior to the award of any contract.  Inquiries as to fees, etc., should be made to the Office of Code Administration, telephone (509) 575-6121.

In addition, Contractors are required to be registered by the State per Chapter 18.27 of the Revised Code of Washington and their registration number must be listed on the bid/quote.

23. Delivery of Unapproved Substitutions
Vendors are authorized to ship only those items ordered covered by the con​tract.  If a review of orders placed by the City reveals that an item other than those covered by and specified in the contract have been ordered and delivered, the Purchasing Manager will take such steps as are necessary to have the item(s) returned to the contractor at no cost to the City regardless of the time lapsed between the date of delivery and discovery of the violation.  Violation of this clause may result in the removal of the offending vendor's name from the City mailing list for a period of up to three (3) years.

24. “No Bids”

Vendors who are unable to or do not wish to submit a bid and are encouraged to respond by notating their bid "NO BID" on page one of the "BID CALL” and mailing it to the City of Yakima Clerk’s Office, 129 North 2nd Street, Yakima, Washington, 98901, with the Bid/Quote due date and time written on the face of the envelope.  It is the City's practice that if no response to a bid is received by a vendor after two consecutive mailings, the vendor will be deleted from our vendor's mailing list for that type of commodity item.

25. Non-Collusion

The Bidder represents, by the submission of the Proposal, that the prices in this bid/quote are neither directly nor indirectly the result of any formal or informal agreement with another bidder.

26. Evaluation of Bid/Quote

In the evaluation of otherwise responsible bids/quotes, the Bidder’s experience, delivery time and responsibility in performing other contracts will be considered.  In addition to price, the following may be considered:

I.
The ability, capacity and skill of the bidder to perform the contract and provide the services required.

II.
Whether the bidder can perform the contract or provide the service promptly, or within the time specified, without delay or interference.

III.
The character, integrity, reputation, judgement, experience and efficiency of the bidder.

IV.
The quality of performance of previous contracts or service.

V.
The previous and existing compliance by the bidder with laws and ordinances relating to contracts or services.

VI.
The sufficiency of the financial resources and ability of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service.

26. Evaluation of Bid/Quote…continued…

VII
The quality, availability, and adaptability of the supplies or contractual services to the particular use required.

VIII.
The ability of the bidder to provide future maintenance and service for the use of the subject of the contract.

27. Taxes

The City will pay sales and use taxes imposed on goods or services acquired hereunder as required by law.  The City is exempt from Federal Excise Tax.  Where applicable, the City shall furnish a Federal Excise Tax Exemption certificate.

28. Non‑Discrimination

During the performance of this contract, the contractor agrees as follows:

     A.
The contractor will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, creed, color, religion, age, marital status, disability, sex, or national origin.  Such action shall include, but not be limited to, the following:  employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship.  The contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices to be provided by the contracting officer setting forth the provisions of this non-discrimination clause.

     B.
The contractor will, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the contractor, state that all qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment without regard to race, creed, color, religion, age, marital status, disability, sex, or national origin.

     C.
The contractor will send to each labor union or representative of workers with which he has a collective bargaining agreement or other contract or understanding, a notice, advising the labor union or workers' representative of the contractor's commitment to non-discrimination, and shall post copies of the notice in conspicuous places available to employees and applicants for employment.

     D.
The contractor will furnish all information and reports required by the City of Yakima and will provide on request evidence to substantiate compliance with non-discrimination clauses of this contract.

     E.
In the event of the contractor's noncompliance with the non-discrimination clauses of this contract or with any of such rules, regulations, or orders, this contract may be canceled, terminated, or suspended in whole or in part and the contractor may be declared ineligible for any future City of Yakima contracts.

29. Termination - Convenience

This contract may be terminated by either party by giving thirty (30) days written notice of such intent and will become effective thirty (30) days from the date such written notice is delivered to the applicable party to the contract.

30. Termination - Cause

The City reserves the right to terminate this contract at any time, upon written notice, in the event that the services of the Contractor are deemed by the City to be unsatisfactory, or upon failure to perform any

of the terms and conditions contained in this agreement.  In addition to 

the foregoing right of termination, the City may terminate this contract, with or without cause, upon thirty (30) days written notice to Contractor.  

31. Delay of an Award
If, after bid/quote opening, administration problems threaten to delay award beyond the bidder’s acceptance period, bidders shall be requested to extend the bid/quote acceptance period.  This request must be made and confirmed in writing prior to the expiration date of their bids/quotes (with consent of sureties, if any) to avoid the need to re-advertise.  

32. Venue

In the event that any litigation should arise concerning the construction or interpretation of any of the terms of the Agreement, the venue of such action of litigation shall be in the Courts of the State of Washington in and for the City of Yakima.  This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Washington.

33. Defense and Indemnity Agreement

The vendor agrees to defend, indemnify and save harmless the City, its appointed and elective officers and employees, from and against all loss or expense, including but not limited to judgements, settlements, attorney’s fees and costs by reason of any and all claims and demands upon the City, its elected or appointed officials or employees for damages because of personal or bodily injury, including death at any time resulting therefrom, sustained by any person or persons and on account to damage to property including loss of use thereof, whether such injury to persons or damage to property is due to the negligence of the Vendor, his/her subcontractors, it successor or assigns, or its or their agent, servants, or employees, The City, its appointed or elected officers, employees or their agents, except only such injury or damage as shall have been occasioned by the sole negligence of the City, its appointed or elected officials or employees.  It is further provided that no liability shall attach to the City by reason of entering into this contract, except as expressly provided herein.

34. Permits

The vendor shall procure and pay for all permits and licenses necessary for the completion of the Contract, including those permits required by the City of Yakima.  In the event a necessary permit is not obtained, the Vendor will not be permitted to work on items subject to said permit and any delays caused thereby will not be subject to extra compensation or extension.

35. Severability

If any term or condition of this contract or the application thereof to any person(s) or circumstances is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect other terms, conditions or applications which can be given effect without the invalid term, condition or application.  To this end, the terms and conditions of this contract are declared severable.

36. Waiver

Waiver of any breach or condition of this contract shall not be deemed a waiver of any prior or subsequent breach.  No term or condition of this contract shall be held to be waived, modified or deleted except by an instrument, in writing, signed by the parties hereto.

37. Entire Agreement

This written contract represents the entire Agreement between the parties and supersedes any prior oral statements, discussions or understanding between the parties.
