It is the intent of these specifications to describe laundry services for various City divisions in sufficient detail to secure bids on comparable services.  Any variance from the specifications must be clearly pointed out in writing by the bidder.

B.
Quantities.  The City does not bind itself to purchase the full quantities stipulated in the proposal as estimates.  The quantities shown as estimates are not exact and are given for the purpose of comparing bids upon a uniform basis.  Payment will be made only for quantities actually ordered, delivered, and accepted, whether greater or less than the stated amounts.

C.
The City of Yakima reserves the right to make contract award on all groups of materials listed on the bid form or award based on any group or based on any combinations of groups.

D.
This contract may be terminated by either party by giving thirty (30) days written notice of such intent and will become effective thirty (30) days from the date such written notice is delivered to the applicable party to the contract.


Failure to include a specific number of calendar days may be sufficient grounds for rejection of bid.


The City reserves the right to terminate this contract at any time, upon written notice, in the event that the services of Contractor are deemed by the City to be unsatisfactory, or upon failure to perform any of the terms and conditions contained in this agreement.  In addition to the foregoing right of termination, the City may terminate this contract, with or without cause, upon thirty (30) days written notice to Contractor.  

E.
Unit prices bid shall be net exclusive of all taxes; and must include all transportation, delivery and unloading costs fully prepaid F.O.B. destina​tion inside delivery.

F.
Billing/Payments

All billings shall be separated by City division and only contracted prices shall be charged.  Vendor is to submit properly completed invoice to Accounts Payable, City of Yakima, 129 North 2nd Street, Yakima, Washington  98901 with the appropriate division noted on the invoice.  To insure prompt payment each invoice should cite bid number, purchase order number, description of service, unit and total price, discount terms and include the vendor's name and return remittance address.  Payment will be mailed within thirty (30) days of receipt and acceptance of quality of service and receipt of a properly completed invoice.  All billing shall remain current on a monthly basis.

G.
At any time during the term of this contract other City departments may be served or additional items may be added and under these same terms and conditions.

H.
Any changes or additions to this contract must have prior approval from the City Purchasing Agent.

I.
The period of this contract shall be for a period of one year from its effective date, and thereafter from year to year for four additional years, provided, however, that either party may at any time during the life of this contract, or any extension thereof, terminate this contract by giving thirty (30) days notice in writing to the other party of its intention to do so.

J.
Price Increases:  If an exception is stated in the bid and prices are not firm for the period of the first twelve months of the contract, any price increases must be approved by the City Purchasing Agent.  Vendors shall be allowed to adjust prices, provided proof of manufacturer's price increase can be furnished to the City.  The price increase shall take effect thirty (30) days after notification of acceptance by the City.
